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Governor Brown Signs Hueso Legislation on 
Alternative Technologies and Water Recycling


[bookmark: _GoBack](Sacramento, CA) – Senator Hueso celebrates two victories this week with the signing of SB 806, testing alternative technologies for vehicle registration; and SB 322, recycling water criteria for direct potable reuse. 

Under SB 806, the California Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) now has the ability to explore alternatives to current metal license plates and stickers that are approved by law enforcement. The bill provides statutory authorization for DMV to conduct a large-scale statewide pilot project on alternative technologies for vehicle registration. This measure, authored by Senator Hueso, passed the Legislature overwhelmingly with bipartisan support.

“SB 806 will allow business and government to collaborate on new, innovative technologies that have the potential to better serve our consumers and the state,” said Senator Hueso. “In addition to the possible benefits for drivers, some of these new technologies have the potential to substantially reduce processing and mailing expenditures for the DMV,” which is currently over $20 Million per year.

SB 322 requires the Department of Public Health in consultation with the State Water Resources Control Board, to investigate the feasibility of developing uniform water recycling criteria for direct potable reuse by September 2016. Governor Brown not only agreed with this measure, but felt it was necessary to move up the timeframe “to ensure that the work is completed expeditiously,” he stated in his signing message.

“This is great news!” said Senator Hueso. “Finding ways to increase abundance of water in California is certainly challenging, but very doable. SB 322 will improve the way California looks at water quality and water use.”
